Professional Qualifications

Our parent surveys consistently express confidence and overwhelming satisfaction with our teachers
at American Prep.

This Survey
evaluates, among other things, the satisfaction of parents with the quality of the academic program
and their opportunities to participate in the schools. American Preparatory administrators annually
invite select staff and patents from each school to participate in a District/School Planning Meeting.
